Prior to September 1, 2018, assessment requirements included a wriƩen test of pedagogical knowledge, Principles of
Learning and Teaching (PLT), and a Praxis content test specific to the teaching field or subject for which cerƟficaƟon is sought. EffecƟve September 1, 2018, edTPA, a
performance assessment, replaced the PLT. No excepƟons are made with regard to these requirements.

The data also provide the percentage of employers who rated their first-year teachers as teacher leader, effecƟve teacher, emerging teacher, or ineffecƟve
teacher.
